The Community Scheme is a non profit
organisation with every penny invested back in
to the scheme to support In-School, Disability
coaching, Breakfast clubs, Healthy eating clubs,
Playing For Success, and Street football.

The Playing for Success centre, financed by Local
Authorities, the DFES, Cambs FA, FITC, and
Cambridge United C has enabled us to hire a
fully qualified teacher and finance a fully
furnished IT centre.

YOUTH DEVELOPMENT

Cambridge United's Youth Development Scheme
includes ten Development Centres throughout
the region for 6-12 year olds. This system
involves a weekly coaching session with our
qualified and experienced staff. Whilst allowing
the youngsters to continue playing for their mini
league clubs. We are also looking to run holiday
courses and a Mini Kickers Club, for 4 -7 year
olds, at all of these centres.

These centres are located at Cambridge, Ely,
Kings Lynn, Bury St Edmunds, Haverhill,
Thetford, Ramsey, Sawston, Bar Hill and
Newmarket. Several youngsters have been
spotted on our holiday courses and asked to
attend one of these centres. The 'Player of the
Day' at our holiday courses wins a trial at one of
our Development Centres.

In addition, Cambridge United run a Centre of
Excellence Scheme from Under 9's to Under
16's. Training twice weekly and playing solely for
Cambridge United in a fixture programme
against other professional clubs. A number of
our Centre of Excellence players have been
recruited from our Development Centre
Coaching Programme.
